In modern modeling, some of the best model companies are located in Japan:
Tamiya, Hasegawa, Aoshima, Fine Molds, Pit-Road, Bandai, etc. It is not strange
that Japanese vehicles occupy a part of their catalog, to satisfy the demand
of their local market. In the rest of the world there is also a growing interest
in Japanese vehicle models, mainly in Europe and the United States. Other
brands with large sales in the Asian country have not neglected their offer-
ings of Japanese vehicles either. The Japanese theme in figures, airplanes,
cars, ships and military vehicles is present in any model store around the world.
The Japanese identified their vehicles with a "Type" number, coinciding with the year
in which it was put into service according to the Japanese calendar, far example 2595
(1935 according to the Western calendar). Following the "Type" number, they were
asigned a name, consisting of the tank's category designation followed by the
correlative letter of the Japanese alphabet. There were a multitude of vehicles, and
in this publication we are going to see some of the more interesting ones from the
modeling point of view as well as some very useful techniques to make the models.

Los japoneses identificaron o sus
vehiculos con un numero "Tipo", coincidente con el afio en que fue puesto en
servicio segtn el calendario japonés, por ejemplo 2595 (1935 segtin el calendario
occidental). A continuacion del numero "Tipo" se les asigné un nombre, compuesto
por lo denominacion de la categoria del tanque seguido por la letra correlativa del
abecedario japonés. Existieron multitud de tanques, en esta publicacién vamos o
ver algunos de ellos muy interesantes desde el punto de vista modelistico, ademas
de algunas técnicas muy utiles para realizar las maquetas.

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Until 1942, multicolour camouflage patterns consisting of IJA Khaki (base color) or IJA
Tea Brown (also used as a base color according to some sources), IJA Earth Brown and
IJA Green or IJA Dry Grass were in use. In the 1930s, the camouflage patches were
additionally bordered with black lines. In the early WWII period the camouflage patterns
were sometimes supplemented with wavy cruciform bands centred on the top od the
vehicle that had been applied with IJA Dry Grass or a bright yellow color.
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From 1942 until the end of war the camouflage schemes usually consisted of IJA Dry
Grass (base color), IJA Earth Brown and IJA Grass Green.
